National Occupational Standards
for Paper Manufacturing
Definition

Paper manufacturing predominately focuses on the manufacturing process by which paper is made and converted into products. Paper can include paper, tissue or board and can be made from raw, recovered or recycled materials.  

These standards do not include:
· creating pulp from raw material
· sourcing raw material for paper making, for example fibre cultivation; or 
· paper merchant activity. 

Key purpose

To produce quality paper based products using responsibly sourced materials, processed with minimal environmental impact and energy consumption.
Job roles 

These standards cover the role of operators and senior operators.  They do not cover the role of the team leader or supervisor for whom separate generic standards exist.
Typical job titles

Typical job titles include: Stock Prep Operator, Papermaker, Wet-end Operator, Dry-end Operator, On/Off Machine Coatings Operator, Finishing Operator, Wrap/Packaging Operator, Conversion Operator and Recovered Paper Operator.

Key functions

Four key areas of activity are broken down into functions.  These cover paper manufacturing activity that is carried out by operators and senior operators.
